MEMORY GRAND CHALLENGE: 

 Exploring links between reminiscence in 

dementia care and oral history

Over the last three years, key members of the Oral History Society have participated in a 

new Training and Apprenticeship scheme in Reminiscence in Dementia Care. They have 

worked with older people with dementia and their family carers revisiting the key stages 

in their lives using creative arts-based approaches in order to support the sense of 

identity and self-worth of the participants.  

 

The results of this work have been significant for the families involved. 

• What are the links between this highly personal exploration of life stories in a group of 

families living with dementia and the more conventional role of the oral historian?  

• What are the effects of this activity on the participating people with dementia and their 

family carers in terms of how they see their own past and present lives? 

• What are the effects on oral historians of working so closely with people with dementia 

and could it affect their future practice?  

• Whose ‘truth’ is shared in these life-course sessions?  

• How do we make the process of remembering together in these sessions into a 

memorable product?
